Greetings- As we approach March Break, we are happy to see some of the
restrictions we faced daily due to Covid-19 have been relaxed. We are waiting for
further direction from Pubic Health about the next set of restrictions to be lifted on
March 14", It has been a tough two years and we appreciate your cooperation in
having your children prepared to come to school during a pandemic and following
the safety expectations laid out for students and staff.

Home Reports- The second home report will be issued on April 11th. This term,
we will again offer Parent-Teacher Interviews in a virtual format.

March 25th- There will be no school for students on Friday, March 25th, as
teachers have professional learning on this day. Teachers will also be preparing
home reports.
