Visitors will be handed a physical copy of the Visitor Guidelines on their first visit to the school and will be
escorted to their space by a member of the Administration or ESST ensuring they understand the flow of traffic and respective
sighage throughout the building.

Parents/care givers who arrive and do not have an appointment will be directed to leave their contact information and the
individual(s) that they would like an appointment with will communicate within 24 hours for appropriate scheduling.

1 Bubble class will be permitted in each zone at atime and will be supervised by staff within their bubble. When a staff member from
outside their bubble is supervising them during free play that staff member will wear a mask and do their best to maintain physical
distancing.

When arriving at the school in the morning 3 doors have been identified for student access to the building (1 door per floor of the
building). Staff will supervise students as they arrive and will direct them to enter through their specified door. Students require a
mask for arrival and dismissal. Students will sanitize their hands upon arrival to the classroom. The majority (90%+) are walking
students. When they arrive on the property staff will enforce the expectations.

Students arriving late will enter through the main doors and will be buzzed in by the Administrative Assistant as all other entrances
will be locked at this time.

When inside the classroom students will remain in their bubble. A best effort will be made to keep teaching and paraprofessional staff
consistent. When a staff member is not part of the bubble class and cannot maintain a physical distance of 6 feet they will wear a
mask.
