The collection includes a mix of fiction, nonfiction, French
language books, and culturally- inclusive books, including those
with Indigenous content. Books are also chosen to ensure a
range of representation for inclusive environments: LGBTQ2SI,
neurodiversity, and family context.

SCHOOL DRESS CODE

The following are not permitted in school:

e Dresses and shorts which are shorter than mid-thigh

e Tops which do not cover from shoulder to waist: tops and bottoms must
meet
