 REMINDERS; 

 All personal belongings are to be labeled to assist in identifying lost items. 

  When students are in the playground they are to remain in view of the 

outdoor supervisor. 

    If there is any change to a student’s daily routine parents/guardians must 

notify the school in advance in writing (lunchroom, dismissal). 

  It is compulsory that all students wear some type of shoes at all times, in 

case of fire drills or emergencies. This is especially true in winter when 

boots are worn to school and must be removed before entering the 

classroom. 

   If you are assigned a locker, you may only use it before homeroom, 

during break, during lunch and after school. 

  As a sign of respect and courtesy we all  will remove our hats when 

entering the school.  

 It is expected that students show respect to each other, teachers, school 

staff and guests. 

 Students are asked not to arrive before 8:10am, and to enter and exit 

using the appropriate doors. 

 Students are expected to be on time and attend school daily.  For safety 

reasons, it is requested that parents/guardians notify the school by phone 

(leave message) early on the day of a student’s absence. (658-5355) 

  When a student returns to school, a note from a parent or guardian 

should accompany the student explaining the absence. 

 No cell phones in school- all grades

 Students may bring a water bottles in class during instructional time
