Period 1:  8:30 a.m. to 10:20 a.m.

Period 2: 10:40 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.

1 or Period 2, while students registered in two 

courses attend both periods. Transportation

WITHDRAWAL POLICY 
 

The following shall be considered sufficient 
reason for requiring a student to withdraw 

from Summer School without refund of tuition 

fees: 

• Aggressive, disruptive, disrespectful, or 

other unruly behaviour. 

• Not working to his/her maximum. 

• Absenteeism (for emergency, sickness, or 

approved absence only) greater than a total 

of two summer school days. 

• Tardiness 

• Failure to do assignments.
