Bus Changes 

Please note that the school 
b u s s e s  p r o v i d e 
transportation for students to 
and from school. This means 
the students are picked up at 
one location in the morning 
and dropped off at one 
location in the evening. If you 
require a change, then the 
driver must be able to 
accommodate the student on 
the bus, the different stop 
must be on an existing route 

and the change must be for 
an extended period of time. 
For example, a student is 
picked up at home in the 
morning and dropped off at a 
sitter’s after school—that’s 
fine so long as the sitter is on 
a driver’s route.  However, 
going home on Monday and 
Wednesday and the sitter’s 
the other days of the week is 
not permitted.  Also the 
drivers are not permitted to 
transport students to events 
like birthday parties or study 
groups. Any bus changes 
need a few days for approval 
so please keep this in mind.

A Few Reminders…………
