A Few Reminders............

- All schools in ASD-S adhere to a Scent Free Policy. This
means that strong perfumes, deodorants, sprays and the like are
not permitted in the building.

COVID Questions

Does my child need to be screened for COVID-19
symptoms every day before school? YES.

What does that look like?

Parents are responsible for reviewing the screening
questions with their child(ren) prior to leaving for
school and only sending their child to school when
they are well.

If a child has 2 or more of these symptoms of
COVID-19, families should keep the child home
from school and call 811 or their primary healthcare
provider for advice:

Fever above 38 degrees Celsius
A new cough, or worsening chronic cough
Sore throat
Runny nose
Headache
A new onset of fatigue
A new onset of muscle pain
Diarrhea
Loss of sense of taste
Loss of sense of smell
In children, purple markings on the fingers
and toes ¢
o Difficulty breathing

It is important to talk to your children about these
symptoms so they can be aware of them and self-
identify them to you or their teacher.
